Tech Rider
If you play at a lot of festivals you will almost certainly have  a good tech rider – so just send it to info@sherstonfest.com  - but make sure it includes a stage plan if you are more than a solo artist
If you don’t have one already your tech rider should include as a minimum, a list of all the inputs you require into the PA, what those inputs are for (e.g. guitar, violin, bass drum etc) and what type of inputs they are (e.g. XLR or 1/4in jack)
You should also include any special sound requirements.  For example, you might like a particular instrument loud in the monitors or you may have an unusual instrument which you need us to mic up for you, or you may have a loop machine or something.
If your act is more than 1 person, we will also require a stage plan from you, so we can make sure everything is in the right place on stage, ready for when you set up.   Remember that time is very tight in the day so, anything you can let us know about your sound before the day will help your setup and set to run smoothly.

	XLR Mic input
	A piece of wood with an ambient stage mic under it.  Stomped upon with a booted foot (by the guitarist.)  Roll off the top end and boost bottom end.
