Trader vehicle access is shown on the attached plan  - it will also be signposted BUT backstage space is very tight so once you have done with your vehicle it will need to be moved to the festival parking area – also shown – it’s only 150m away!

People Access

Traders can get into and out of the site at any time via the artist and crew entrance – BUT NOTE there is no camping on the site it’s self (see below).  Any stock etc… can be locked up in the Village Hall (part of the site) overnight and will be perfectly safe – the site will not be patrolled at night so don’t leave anything valuable on your pitch.

Camping
We have a campsite approx 600mtrs from the site but its filling up fast  - so if you want to camp overnight please let me know asap

Power

We'd prefer you to be self contained and largely gas powered - but if you need power we can provide a 13 amp plug in your pitch area for light (literally!) use – i.e. you can use it for lighting, tills, music etc… BUT NOT for heavy duty use (e.g. ovens, kettles, hair dryers, chillers etc….) unless by prior arrangement  - we have to manage the power as it’s limited.

Crew

The number of people in your crew INCLUDING YOU is shown above – anyone else will need a ticket 

What To Do On Arrival

Please don’t just drive straight into the site via the artist and crew entrance as depending on the time/ what else is happening it may be easier for you to use another entrance.  So park on the festival carpark (note NOT the street – the proper carpark IS the closest place to the site you will find parking – so just go there to start with!!) walk to the site (150m) and get your wristbands then find me or the Event Controller and we can show you what/where/how best to get there etc….
